The following are some of the main highlights of NTP 2011:-
· Aims to have 100% tele-density by 2020. Currently, tele-density is at 74%. It was 2.3% in 2000.
· New Telecom Policy 2011 to increase availability of spectrum. 
· Vision is to have on demand broadband services. 
· Want India to become hub of telecommunications.
· BSNL and MTNL will continue to play important role in penetration. 
· Mission is to have special coverage of remote and rural areas.
· Recommends one nation, one licence policy across services and service areas. 
· Revenue generation will be the secondary consideration in the New Telecom Policy 2011. 
· Aims for affordable and reliable broadband services on demand by 2015.
· One nation, one licence regime will mean abolition of roaming charges. 
· Aims to make 500 MHZ  spectrum available by 2020. 
· Will delink issuances of licences and spectrum allocation.  
· To seek TRAI recommendations on licence framework under the new Telecom Policy 2011.
· Will work on giving infrastructure status to the Telecom sector. 
· New spectrum act will look into spectrum pricing. 
· Spectrum to be made available at market valuations.
